MAD CREW:  2011 Results
The 2010-11 season was our 9th year of rowing as a team representing James Madison High School in Vienna, VA.  Seventy-two student athletes proudly called themselves members of Warhawk Crew.  Captained by seniors Dalton Conaway and Jessica Melton, and juniors Will Whitfield and Genny Lawless, the team was comprised of thirty-five men and thirty-seven women.  A strong sense of team spirit and camaraderie, coupled with excellent coaching, swelled the ranks of rowers, making this year our biggest team ever.
Our continuing growth in team size reflects a balanced emphasis on personal development, academics (Crew has one of the highest team GPA's at Madison High School), competitiveness, participation, and fun social opportunities including travel to away regattas.  The coaching staff, led by Head Coach Paul Allbright and assisted by Jameson O’Brien, Charlotte Morris, Anne FitzSimons, Robert Russel, Beth Ellis and John Findley, built on 2009 successes (where our Women’s Junior 8+ took second at Nationals in Saratoga, NY; the Women's Lightweight 4+ won gold and the Men's Lightweight 8+ won silver at the Virginia State Championships; and both the Men’s and Women’s Novice 8+ won Virginia State Titles).  
Virginia State Championships: Madison Women’s First Varsity Eight and Second Varsity Eight placed first earning gold medals for the first time in team history, and the Men’s Junior Eight took a silver in the Virginia 2011 State Crew Championships held on May 14th at Sandy Run Park. Additionally, the Madison’s Women's Crew Team's depth was proven by its earning of the Virgina Governor's trophy, for the Divison I Championship Team overall as well as the VASRA Point Obelisk , an honor awarded to the team with the strongest overall team performance.  The Men’s and Women's Novice 8s took gold medal VA State Championships for the 3rd year in a row. 

Stotesbury:  Madison Crew had its best showing ever.  The women's second eight took second place, earning Madison's first Stotesbury medal ever.  The woman's first varsity took fourth place out of a crowded field of 33 boats. The men's Jr 8 and light 4 both took 5th place, in a field that started with 38 and 34 boats respectively.  Madison reached many milestones during this regatta. Six boats to the semi-finals, four boats to the finals (including first ever men's boat), and one medal.  

Scholastic Rowing Association of America's National Championship Regatta:  We had a team high 3 boats make the Finals this year out of the seven Madison boats which qualified for this regatta.  The competition was tough with all boats having qualified by being among the top boats in their states. Three boats made it to the finals (the women's first and second varsity 8s and the men's light 4. An additional two boats (woman's freshmen 8 and men's junior 8) made it to the semi-finals.  The final races saw the women’s second varsity 8 and the men's light 4 with 4th place finishes, and the women’s first varsity took a fifth place finish.

US Rowing Youth National Championship Regatta in Oak Ridge, TN earning the first Youth National medal in team history!  On first day of their race, the women’s first 8  finished 2nd in their first heat, a heat where only the 1st place teams automatically advanced to semi-finals. This was a terrific race, however, as they were sub 7 seconds in their first 2k race (the previous races this season were 1500m) with a time of 6:49.  The girls had a second chance at advancing to the semi-finals in Saturday’s repechage heats (there are 3), where the top two in each heat advance to the semi-finals. At this race, the girls came in first at 7:05.95, beating out Mt. St. Josephs from Philadelphia, among others.  At the semi-final race Saturday evening, the girls placed second in their heat with a time of 07:14.17.  In the final race, the Madison Girls beat other powers and nationally known rowing programs like Boston's Community Rowing, New Trier HS (Chicago), Cincinnati Juniors, Connecticut, Mount St Joseph (Pennsylvania), and Phillips Exeter (New Hampshire), and came in behind first place winners Marin Rowing Assn (California) by 2.7 sec.
