REGATTA DAY PARKING & SHUTTLE 


We will have a shuttle bus running between Silverbrook Elementary School and Sandy Run Park. Our shuttle is shared by Oakton, Madison, and Langley crew teams. THIS SHUTTLE IS FREE AND EASY! Silverbrook Elementary is at 9350 Crosspointe Dr., Fairfax Station, VA.    Please note that for most regattas, TJ and South County will also be running their own separate shuttle.  We have entered into an agreement that members of all schools (Oakton, Madison, Langley, TJ, and South County) can ride either shuttle. When both shuttles are in operation there will be a bus departing each location every 15 minutes, on the quarter hour, making it even more convenient.

We strongly encourage use of the Regatta shuttle as the parking fee for regattas is $10 per car and there is limited parking at Sandy Run. BTW, that is $10 for each time you enter or re-enter the park. 

We will post the time for the first shuttle and the scheduled lunch break for the drivers on the “what’s new” section of the website. The final shuttle will be scheduled to depart the park a minimum of one hour after the actual start time of the last race of the day. For example, if the last race begins at 3:20 the last shuttle will depart Sandy Run at 4:30. If the last race begins at 3:35 the last shuttle will depart Sandy Run at 5:00.  The shuttle will not run around noonish while the driver is on break -- we will send an additional email with an update to this schedule when we have it. 


To use the shuttle, park your car at Silverbrook Elementary School in the parking lot, and wait in front of the school at the bus loop. The shuttle will drop you off at Sandy Run Park at the “kiss and ride” lot as designated by the parking attendants. From this lot you have easy access to the boat house, to the trail that leads to the finish line, or to the van that takes you to the finish line (at a cost of $2.00 each way per person). When you are ready to leave the regatta you will pick the shuttle bus up in the same location – make sure you take the Silverbrook Elementary Shuttle bus and not the Shuttle to the Sandy Run Parking lots.   

If you have coxswain who must be at the boathouse by 8am, you should not rely on the bus for a timely delivery (based upon past years). If you want to take advantage of the Silverbrook shuttle bus, you should tell the Sandy Parking attendants that you are dropping off coxswains, drop them at the lower parking lot, turnaround and leave the park and proceed to Silverbrook Elem and take the shuttle. (The parking attendants may or may not allow you drop off coxswains, so be prepared. Last year, you would tell the attendant that you're dropping off a rower and pay them the $10.00. They gave you a ticket. If you're back within 20 minutes, they would give you your money back.) 

In order to make sure that you make it to you river in time for the race you want to see, you should plan on catching the shuttle bus scheduled to depart at least 45 minutes before race time (remember, the buses leave Silverbrook every half hour at the quarter hours)
